Rules & Regulations

1. The Family Twosome Tournament will be sanctioned by the USBC. It will be open to female and male youth
athletes and adults who are sanctioned members ofUSBC Youth, Male &/or Female divisions. The adult partner shall be
any USBC sanctioned member, although preferably a parent or other family member.

1a. PARTICIPATION FEE: Bowlers who do not have a current USBC membership may pay an associate membership
fee of $21.00 for men, $17.00 for women, or may pay a $5.00 participation fee, good for this event only. Youth must be
a current member of a Greater Louisville USBC Youth Association to participate in the tournament.

2. PARTICIPATION: USBC Youth may compete only two (2) times, with different adults. Adults are permitted to
bowl one time with each USBC Youth members. Adults may bowl multiple times within a division category, but only
once with each youth. A separate set of scores must to be bowled for each event the adult bowls.

The divisions are average based. There will be no distinction for age.

4. AVERAGES: USBC members will use 2008-09 book average. Those without a book average will use current
average for a minimum 12 games. Any USBC Youth bowler without an established average, as stated above, will bowl
scratch. Adults will use their 2008-09 book average; without a book average, they will use current league average of 18
or more games. Adults without either will be assigned an average of 120 for females and 160 for males.

ATTACHING A LEAGUE STANDING SHEET TO ENTRY. ANYONE WHO'S CURRENT AVERAGE IS 10

5. HANDICAP: 100% OF 220. This handicap will be used for all participants, youth and adults.

6. COST: Total entry fee is $18.00 per team. Award fees will be returned 100%.
